Hey, why this lesson?

2.	 Before you reflect visit  
https://www.verywellmind.com/characteristics-of-
heroism-2795943 and discuss which of these 12 characteristics 
you agree/disagree with. This is a great article – why not allow 
the students to read it and discuss.

Take a moment for the students to identify what their hero has taught 
them and challenge them to change or initiate a new habit that will 
help them. 
Write  these notes in their journal on page 128.

Success Criteria That students can ...
•	 write about the impact ‘a hero’ has had on them
•	 identify suitable qualities that ‘the hero’ portrays and that they 

may use in the future
•	 set goals and plan for their short term (and maybe even their long 

term) futures
•	 take on board and create positive habits to enable their dreams.
